Text should be in a Word document; photos/images should in separate files, as high resolution as possible. You do not need to do any layout. Sending documents and images via Google drive is fine. 
Note on Second Page Content
This page is optional and you do not have to provide an article on the theme of the issue—the other feature stories in the issue will address that topic. (Of course, you are welcome to send an article on the topic if you wish.) You can use the second page to promote your conference, announce award application dates or winners, share legislative updates – whatever association news you would like to convey to members.
